Byway Inventory

Examples:

Webster Meeting House

Originally known as the Westerly Meeting House, this building was constructed
in 1791 and stood in what is now part of the Blackwater Dam flood basin. In
1941, it was slated for demolition. Town citizens purchased the building back

from the federal government and moved it up Potash Hill to its current location.




Byway Inventory

Examples

Contoocook Railroad Depot

Built in 1850, the Contoocook Depot served as a stop for passengers on the
Concord and Claremont rail line and a gateway to Contoocook Village. Today it
Is a museum owned by the Contoocook Riverway Association, who have
restored it to 1890s condition.




Byway Inventory

Examples

Contoocook River, Henniker
The Contoocook is one of New
Hampshire’s most accessible
major rivers, offering fly fishing,
canoeing, kayaking, and
swimming opportunities for
outdoor recreation enthusiasts. It
follows a winding path through
Henniker. An historic covered
bridge and an arched stone
bridge cross the Contoocook in
downtown Henniker, where
visitors can enjoy scenic
overlooks along the waterway.




Byway Inventory

Examples

Hopkinton Fairgrounds
In 1915, the first “Hopkinton Fair” was held at George’s Park. The fair grew in

size and popularity throughout the twentieth century, and in 1953 moved to its
current location. In 1985 it was renamed the “Hopkinton State Fair,” and is now
a five-day event drawing crowds from all over New Hampshire and New

England.
