(23 CFR Part 924)

ÅRoad Safety Audits means a formal safety 
performance examination of an existing or 
future road or intersection by an 
independent multidisciplinary audit team.

ÅRoad Safety Audits are identified as a 
process for conducting engineering studies 
of hazardous locations, sections, and 
elements to develop highway safety 
improvement projects.
